Reporting of Hadith depends on its phrasing, and a variety of
rendering modes are used by the reporters of hadith. e.g.; {l heard},
{he informed us}, {he narrated to us}, {on the authority of},...etc.

The first three modes are positively affirmative, meaning that the
reporter had in fact heard personally from his Mentor (Sheikh),
whereas the last mode is probabilistic, meaning either hearing Iin
person or through an intermediary he did not name.

For this reasom, a mudallas (0<3%)"concealed" hadith is
considered weak by the traditionists, due exactly to the uncertainty
caused by tadlis (u«){concealment}. Tadlis (concealing) refers to
a chain of narrators {called; an isnad (:Y-}) } where a reporter has
concealed the identity of his sheikh.

1) Concealment of the chain {#iY! o} tadlis al-isnad, where a
narrator reports from his sheikh whom he actually met, what he did
not hear from him, or from a contemporary, he did not meet, as to
create the false impression in the mind of his hearer, that he really
heard the narration in person.



2) Mentor’s concealment (; 3 25 {tadlis al-shuyukh
{(plural of Cheikh) }. The reporter in this case does mention his
sheikh by name, but uses either his nickname or a less well-
known name of his, with the avowed intention of hiding his

sheikh's identity; who is either not trustworthy or reputed
weak.

3) Slicing & Paitching concealment (5.3 o)
Etadlis al-taswiyyah}. This happen in a chain which contains a
rustworthy sheikh reporting from a weak authority, who in turn
reports from another trustworthy sheikh. The reporter, in this
case slices the intermediate weak authority from the chain and

omits mentioning him, patching the chain anew with aﬁparentlyr
reliable authorities. The narrator tries to show that he heard the
tradition from his sheikh but he uses the misleading mode;
“on the authority of” in order to link his immediate sheikh with

the next trustworthy one. He has falsely repaired (s3«) his
chain to make it appear sound and trustworthy.

This is the worst among the three kinds of tadlis.

traditionists agree that hadiths reported by Mudallis are
to be rejected, unless they clearly confirm their hearing
by saying; "l heard".




A weak fradition on account of multiple tadlis in the chain
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and no mudallis affirms hearing direct from his menfodﬂ .
